The concrete floor outside the pen and the wooden walls of the pen were
stained with urine and feces (3.1(c)(2)(3)-Surfaces); (3.11(a)-Cleaning of
primary enclosures); (3.11(b)(2)-Sanitization).
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The concrete floor of a Sheltie enclosure was badly stained with feces and urine

Dirty water bowls were contaminated with feces (3.9-Watering); (3.11(b)(2)-
Sanitization of food and water receptacles). No food bowls were present
